Genesis 22   (Foreshadow of Christ)
· Noah’s ark - God called Noah and his family in to the salvation of the Ark (Christ) so they would be safe against God’s judgement on the wicked (the flood)   

· Abrahams about to sacrifice his son Isaac but God provided an alternative 
· Passover – spotless lame ( death passes over ( Christ is the final atoning sacrifice
Prophecy of the Birth Of Christ
 (Christ Born in Bethlehem – Matthew 2:1)  
· Micah 5:2    “O Bethlehem Ephrathah, you are but a small Judean village, yet you will be the birthplace of my King who is alive from everlasting ages past!” 

 (unto us a child is born)

· Isaiah 9:6-7    For unto us a child is born; unto us a son is given; and the government shall be upon his shoulder. These will be his royal titles: “Wonderful,” “Counselor,” “The Mighty God,” “The Everlasting Father,” “The Prince of Peace.”  His ever-expanding, peaceful government will never end. He will rule with perfect fairness and justice from the throne of his father David. He will bring true justice and peace to all the nations of the world. This is going to happen because the Lord of heaven’s armies has dedicated himself to do it!

Prophecy of Christ Life
 (God will send a shepherd)

· Ezekiel 34 23 & 29   “And I will set one Shepherd over all my people, even my Servant David. He shall feed them and be a Shepherd to them…. “And I will rise up a notable Vine (the Messiah), in Israel so that my people will never again go hungry nor be shamed by heathen conquest. 
· John 10:11 “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep.

· John 15:1-2  I am the true vine, and my Father is the gardener. He cuts off every branch in me that bears no fruit, while every branch that does bear fruit he prunes so that it will be even more fruitful.
 Keeps low company and makes righteous

· Isaiah 53:11 ESV   Out of that terrible travail of soul, he’ll see that it’s worth it and be glad he did it. Through what he experienced, my righteous one, my servant, will make many “righteous ones,” as he himself carries the burden of their sins. Therefore, I’ll reward him extravagantly— the best of everything, the highest honors—Because he looked death in the face and didn’t flinch, because he embraced the company of the lowest. He took on his own shoulders the sin of the many, he took up the cause of all the black sheep. 

· Mark 2:15-17 While Jesus was having dinner at Levi’s house, many tax collectors and sinners were eating with him and his disciples, for there were many who followed him. 16 When the teachers of the law who were Pharisees saw him eating with the sinners and tax collectors, they asked his disciples: “Why does he eat with tax collectors and sinners?” On hearing this, Jesus said to them, “It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick. I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners.”

 Jesus Heals People
· Isaiah 35:4-6   Say to those who have an anxious heart, “Be strong; fear not! Behold, your God will come with vengeance, with the recompense of God. He will come and save you.” Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf unstopped; then shall the lame man leap like a deer, and the tongue of the mute sing for joy
· Matthew 9:27-30  As Jesus went on from there, two blind men followed him, calling out, “Have mercy on us, Son of David!” When he had gone indoors, the blind men came to him, and he asked them, “Do you believe that I am able to do this?” “Yes, Lord,” they replied. Then he touched their eyes and said, “According to your faith let it be done to you”; 30 and their sight was restored. Jesus warned them sternly, “See that no one knows about this.”

· Mark 7:32-35 And they brought to him a man who was deaf and had a speech impediment, and they begged him to lay his hand on him and taking him aside from the crowd privately, he put his fingers into his ears, and after spitting touched his tongue. And looking up to heaven, he sighed and said to him, “Ephphatha,” that is, “Be opened.” 35 And his ears were opened, his tongue was released, and he spoke plainly. 

Prophecy of Christ Last Days 
· Zechariah 9:9-10    “Rejoice greatly, O my people! Shout with joy! For look—your King is coming! He is the Righteous One, the Victor! Yet he is lowly, riding on a donkey’s colt! 10 I will disarm all peoples of the earth, including my people in Israel, and he shall bring peace among the nations. His realm shall stretch from sea to sea, from the river to the ends of the earth.
· Matthew 21:6-9 The disciples went and did as Jesus had directed them. They brought the donkey and the colt and put on them their cloaks, and he sat on them. Most of the crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the road. 9 And the crowds that went before him and that followed him were shouting, “Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the highest!”
Jesus Crucifixion & Resurrection
· Zechariah 12:10-11 “And I will pour out on the house of David and the inhabitants of Jerusalem a spirit of grace and supplication. They will look on me, the one they have pierced, and they will mourn for him as one mourns for an only child, and grieve bitterly for him as one grieves for a firstborn son. 11 On that day the weeping in Jerusalem will be as great as the weeping of Hadad Rimmon in the plain of Megiddo.
Beaten rejected, buried, raised  (Matthew 26,27,28)
· Isaiah 53 But, oh, how few believe it! Who will listen? To whom will God reveal his saving power?  In God’s eyes he was like a tender green shoot, sprouting from a root in dry and sterile ground. But in our eyes there was no attractiveness at all, nothing to make us want him. We despised him and rejected him—a man of sorrows, acquainted with bitterest grief. We turned our backs on him and looked the other way when he went by. He was despised, and we didn’t care. Yet it was our grief he bore, our sorrows that weighed him down. And we thought his troubles were a punishment from God, for his own sins! 5 But he was wounded and bruised for our sins. He was beaten that we might have peace; he was lashed—and we were healed! We—every one of us—have strayed away like sheep! We, who left God’s paths to follow our own. Yet God laid on him the guilt and sins of every one of us! He was oppressed and he was afflicted, yet he never said a word. He was brought as a lamb to the slaughter; and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he stood silent before the ones condemning him. From prison and trial they led him away to his death. But who among the people of that day realized it was their sins that he was dying for—that he was suffering their punishment? He was buried like a criminal, but in a rich man’s grave; but he had done no wrong and had never spoken an evil word. But it was the Lord’s good plan to bruise him and fill him with grief. However, when his soul has been made an offering for sin, then he shall have a multitude of children, many heirs. He shall live again, and God’s program shall prosper in his hands.  And when he sees all that is accomplished by the anguish of his soul, he shall be satisfied; and because of what he has experienced, my righteous Servant shall make many to be counted righteous before God, for he shall bear all their sins. Therefore, I will give him the honors of one who is mighty and great because he has poured out his soul unto death. He was counted as a sinner, and he bore the sins of many, and he pled with God for sinners.
Jesus on the cross   (Matthew 27:46)
· Psalm 22  My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?  Why are you so far from saving me, so far from my cries of anguish? My God, I cry out by day, but you do not answer, by night, but I find no rest. Yet you are enthroned as the Holy One; you are the one Israel praises. In you our ancestors put their trust; they trusted and you delivered them.  To you they cried out and were saved; in you they trusted and were not put to shame. But I am a worm and not a man, scorned by everyone, despised by the people. All who see me mock me; they hurl insults, shaking their heads. “He trusts in the Lord,” they say, “let the Lord rescue him. Let him deliver him, since he delights in him.”  Yet you brought me out of the womb; you made me trust in you, even at my mother’s breast. From birth I was cast on you; from my mother’s womb you have been my God. Do not be far from me, for trouble is near and there is no one to help. Many bulls surround me; strong bulls of Bashan encircle me.  Roaring lions that tear their prey open their mouths wide against me.  I am poured out like water, and all my bones are out of joint. My heart has turned to wax; it has melted within me.  My mouth is dried up like a potsherd, and my tongue sticks to the roof of my mouth; you lay me in the dust of death.  Dogs surround me, a pack of villains encircles me; they pierce my hands and my feet. All my bones are on display; people stare and gloat over me.  They divide my clothes among them and cast lots for my garment.  But you, Lord, do not be far from me.  You are my strength; come quickly to help me. ……..27 All the ends of the earth will remember and turn to the Lord, and all the families of the nations will bow down before him, for dominion belongs to the Lord and he rules over the nations.  All the rich of the earth will feast and worship; all who go down to the dust will kneel before him those who cannot keep themselves alive. Posterity will serve him; future generations will be told about the Lord. They will proclaim his righteousness, declaring to a people yet unborn: He has done it!
· David Wrote in Psalm 16:10   For you will not leave me among the dead; you will not allow your beloved one to rot in the grave.  (David did die so who was he talking about)
· Acts 2:27-31  For you will not abandon my soul to Hades, or let your Holy One see corruption. You have made known to me the paths of life; you will make me full of gladness with your presence.’   “Brothers, I may say to you with confidence about the patriarch David that he both died and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this day.  Being therefore a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that he would set one of his descendants on his throne, he foresaw and spoke about the resurrection of the Christ, that he was not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh see corruption.

Jesus sitting on the right hand of God
· Psalm 110:1 The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool.
All sin removed

· Zechariah 3:8-9  Listen to me, O Joshua the High Priest, and all you other priests; you are illustrations of the good things to come. Don’t you see?—Joshua represents my servant the Branch whom I will send.  He will be the Foundation Stone of the Temple that Joshua is standing beside, and I will engrave this inscription on it seven times: I will remove the sins of this land in a single day.
All nations will believe
· Isaiah 52:13-14  See my Servant shall prosper; he shall be highly exalted.  Yet many shall be amazed when they see him—yes, even far-off foreign nations and their kings; they shall stand dumbfounded, speechless in his presence. For they shall see and understand what they had not been told before. They shall see my Servant beaten and bloodied, so disfigured one would scarcely know it was a person standing there. So shall he cleanse many nations and kings will shut their mouths because of him. For what they were not told, they will see, and what they have not heard, they will understand.
Arriving on clouds

· Daniel 7:13-14 Next I saw the arrival of a Man—or so he seemed to be—brought there on clouds from heaven; he approached the Ancient of Days and was presented to him.  He was given the ruling power and glory over all the nations of the world, so that all people of every language must obey him. His power is eternal—it will never end; his government shall never fall.
· Jesus said Mark 13:26  “At that time people will see the Son of Man coming in clouds with great power and glory.
· Acts 1:7-11  After he said this, he was taken up before their very eyes, and a cloud hid him from their sight. They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going, when suddenly two men dressed in white stood beside them. “Men of Galilee,” they said, “why do you stand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been taken from you into heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven.”
Other Prophecies

· Isaiah 11: 1-5  The royal line of David will be cut off, chopped down like a tree; but from the stump will grow a Shoot—yes, a new Branch from the old root. And the Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him, the Spirit of wisdom, understanding, counsel, and might; the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord. 3 His delight will be obedience to the Lord. He will not judge by appearance, false evidence, or hearsay,  but will defend the poor and the exploited. He will rule against the wicked who oppress them.  For he will be clothed with fairness and with truth….
Hosea 3:4  

· Israel will be a long time without a King and an alter, temple and priest and afterward they will return to the lord and the messiah, their King, and they shall come trembling, submissive to the lord – in the end times.

Deuteronomy 18:15

· Instead, he will raise up for you a prophet like me, an Israeli, a man to whom you must listen and whom you must obey. 

Jesus is the perfect Sacrificial lamb

If we look at the sacrificial System of the Israelites, we can see how Jesus perfectly meet the requirements for a sacrificial lamb.

· The temple sheep all came from Bethlehem. These sheep were raised just for the purpose of being sacrificed.  When people brought their own sheep, the priest would say they were not good enough and make them buy one of the temple sheep. 

· A lamb had to be chosen and brought into the house four days before Passover. Four days before His death on the cross on the eve of Passover, Jesus came into Jerusalem on a donkey. 

· The lamb had to be without blemish. The Israelites weren’t allowed to break the bones of the Lamb. They Romans did not break Jesus’ legs on the cross as he had already died.  

· The Temple Priest were the only ones who could offer up the sacrifice. In the same way the priest were the ones that sent Jesus to the cross.

· Jesus was crucified at the same time the lambs were being sacrificed on the 14th day of the first month.

· The sacrificial lamb was required to take the punishment for sin in the same way Barabbas, a convicted criminal, was set free and Jesus, an innocent man, took his place on the cross .
· The Blood of the lamb was painted on the door post so the Angel of death would Passover in the same way when we put our trust in Jesus his blood saves us from the angle of death.
Symbolic Messianic Prophecies of Passover

	Exodus 12:5-7  This animal shall be a year-old male, either a sheep or a goat, without any defects. “On the evening of the fourteenth day of this month, all these lambs shall be killed, and their blood shall be placed on the two side-frames of the door of every home and on the panel above the door. Use the blood of the lamb eaten in that home. 

· The lamb was sacrificed for Israel’s sin

· Had to be a lamb with no defects

· Lambs Blood was smeared on the door post so angle of death would pass

· Required faith in the promise of God that the blood would save them 

No Bones Broken
Exodus 12:46 “It must be eaten inside the house; take none of the meat outside the house. Do not break any of the bones.
Saves from Death
Exodus 11:4-7  
· The blood of the lamb free Israel from Egypt

· A sacrifice was made in place of you dying
	Matthew 26:26-29

As they were eating, Jesus took a small loaf of bread and blessed it and broke it apart and gave it to the disciples and said, “Take it and eat it, for this is my body.” And he took a cup of wine and gave thanks for it and gave it to them and said, “Each one drink from it, for this is my blood, sealing the new covenant. It is poured out to forgive the sins of multitudes. Mark my words—I will not drink this wine again until the day I drink it new with you in my Father’s Kingdom.”

· Jesus was sacrificed for our sin

· Christ was without sin

· Christ blood on the cross

· Need faith in the blood of Christ to save us

John 19:32-33 (They did not break Christ legs on the cross)
So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the two men crucified with Jesus;  but when they came to him, they saw that he was dead already, so they didn’t break his.

Galatians 3:21,22

· The blood of Christ (first born) frees us all from eternal death with satan

· Frees all people from Satan’s hold

· Christ died, as our sacrifice, to defeat satan and death and win the key of life
